What is a Special Service Area?

SSA's raise money to provide services to a designated commercial area to create local beautification
programs. lllinois Stafe statute determines many of the restrictions on SSA's. A Sponsor Organization,
in this case, the Lakeview Chamber of Commerce, is coordinating the development of the SSA.

A board of commissioners comprised of local business and property owners, appoinfed by the
Mayor, meet regularly to make decisions on how SSA funds are distributed for the betterment of

the community.

There are many reasons why an SSA or Special Service
Area tax is implemented. Over the last decade, federal,
sfate and city funds to provide much needed services
to urban business districts have become increasingly
scarce, so SSA 27 was creafed in 2003 and is
managed by the Lakeview Chamber of Commerce. Your
confributions fo the SSA fund programs including (but
not limited fo) beautification, street sweeping, fagade
rebate programs, and area-wide promotions (mostly
things that you wouldn’t notice untfil they stopped
happening). SSA funding enhances Lakeview as a
competitive commercial district and seeks to protect
the investments of local property and business owners
as well as the overall community.

I's because business and property owners like yourself took a chance, moved in, opened a business,
rehabbed a building or home and filled up the empty spaces which, in turn, created demand for more
businesses and provided more quality residential opportunities.

By
fixing up buildings, hanging new awnings and signs, lighting and even putfing in flower boxes, the
potential of Lakeview was born and it hasn’t stopped since.

One SSA 27 inifiative that strives to continuously encourage business and property owners fo help in
the beautification of Lakeview is the Facade Improvement Program. This is a rebate program that
provides for those commercial, industrial or residential property owners within the boundaries
embarking on fagade rehabilitation. Applicants who plan fo complefe a minimum of $500 worth of
work and who meet all program requirements may receive a rebafe of up fo 50% of eligible costs,
with a maximum rebate of $10,000.
